(includes 8% Pennsylvania State tax).

This includes spay or, neuter, teeth
cleaning, all shots, heart worm test, mi-
crochip and activation, and blood work.
Transportation from the kennel in Phila-
delphia to the directors house in Virginia
Beach is also included in the adoption
fee. All adoptions are handled by the di-
rector in Virginia Beach.

You will also receive a welcome bag con-
taining treats, a toy and other goodies
for your new greyhound, and a special
collar and leash designed for a grey-
hound.

You must agree to keep your greyhound
as an indoor companion and never let your
greyhound off a leash in an unfenced
area. If you ever have to give your
greyhound up, you must agree to return
it to the adoption program.
